How do I pay for the ACT?  Online registration will require a student account and credit card payment unless you are eligible for a fee waiver. 

How do I receive a fee waiver?  See your counselor to determine if you are eligible for a fee waiver.
Where do I send my scores?  When you register, please remember to send your test scores to Marietta High School 
(high school code: 111-990) as well as your top college choices and/or the NCAA Clearinghouse. Failure to send your scores may delay applications or prevent you from qualifying for certain scholarships.

SAT
How do I register for the SAT?  Registration for the SAT can be completed either online at www.collegeboard.org.   How do I pay for the SAT?  Online registration will require a student account and credit card payment unless you are eligible for a fee waiver. 
How do I receive a fee waiver?  See your counselor to determine if you are eligible for a fee waiver. 
Where do I send my scores?  When you register, please remember to send your test scores to Marietta High School (high school code: 111-990) as well as your top college choices and/or the NCAA Clearinghouse. Failure to send your scores may delay applications or prevent you from qualifying for certain scholarships.

Alternative Education Options Offered through Marietta High School
My student is not performing well in a traditional high school setting. What are other options? 
Marietta High School supports two specific alternatives: 
1) The Performance Learning Center – students bussed to this Lemon Street site to ‘catch up’. They graduate from MHS. 2) The Graduation Achievement Center – students bussed to this Lemon Street site also, HOWEVER, they are withdrawn from MHS and enrolled at GAC. These students are typically missing several credits and are allowed to work in an accelerated format. They graduate from GAC with a Georgia High School diploma.  
College Visits
How do I sign up for upcoming college visits?  Several colleges schedule individual visits to Marietta during the school year.  Students can view and sign up for these college visitors on the bulletin board outside the counseling office.  The list is also posted on the MHS Counseling webpage.
Counselor Assignment
How are students assigned to counselors?  The counselor caseloads are based on the last names of the students.  Each counselor serves a part of the alphabet and will work with students throughout all four years of high school.

FAFSA
What is the FAFSA for?  The FAFSA is a program funded by the federal government that provides funds for you to attend college.  The money awarded is based on your family's income. 

When should I file?  You should file the FAFSA after January 1st of your senior year.

How do I file?  You can file by visiting www.fafsa.ed.gov.

What do I need to complete the FAFSA?  You and your parents will first need to apply for a personal identification number (PIN) on the FAFSA website.  After you have your PIN, you can follow the steps on the site to complete the application.

Financial Aid Night 
Who is this event for?  The event is for seniors who are planning to attend college.  

What information is given out during this event?  The following information is shared during the event:  HOPE Scholarship and requirements, overview of the FAFSA (Free Application for Federal Student Aid), and application process for the various types of financial aid.

Honor & High Honor Graduates
What does it take to be an honor or high honor graduate?  Students must earn a cumulative GPA of 3.5-3.99or higher in order to be considered an honor graduate. Students must earn a cumulative GPA of 4.0 or above to be considered a high honor graduate.  
HOPE Grant
What is the HOPE Grant?  The HOPE Grant is financial assistance awarded to students who are seeking a diploma or certificate from a technical college.  Students who already possess a postsecondary degree are ineligible to receive the HOPE Grant
What are the requirements for the HOPE Grant?  Students must be residents of Georgia.  Recipients are also required to earn a 3.0 GPA by the first HOPE check point, once enrolled in technical college courses.
What does the HOPE Grant cover?  The HOPE Grant pays for tuition, fees, and books.

How do I apply for the HOPE Grant?  After January 1 of the senior year, parents and students complete the FAFSA.  The FAFSA is the application for HOPE.  
HOPE Scholarship
What are the requirements for the HOPE Scholarship?   The Zell Miller Scholarship program for those students who graduate from high school with a GPA of 3.7 or higher and have received a score of at least 1200 on combined Critical Reading Score and Math Score on the SAT or have received a score of at least 26 on the ACT. These students will receive full tuition at Georgia’s public institutions and the full private HOPE award at our private institutions.
New academic requirements are included in the new HOPE legislation.  These changes will impact students graduating on or after May 1, 2015.  Click on HOPE Program Changes or here to see these changes.  

What courses are included in the core GPA?  English, math, science, social studies, and foreign language classes are calculated into the core GPA.

Does HOPE add quality points to my GPA?  HOPE adds .5 quality points to AP or IB courses, but 4.0 is the highest value they grant so a grade of A in an AP and IB course does not earn any extra quality point.

How do I apply for the HOPE scholarship?  After January 1 of the senior year, parents and students complete the FAFSA.  The FAFSA is the application for HOPE.  
How can I check on my HOPE GPA?  Visit www.gacollege411.com.  High schools upload transcript information at scheduled intervals throughout the year so check with your school counselor for these dates.
Dual Enrollment
What is Dual Enrollment?  Dual Enrollment provides opportunities for Georgia high school students to take college level courses and earn concurrent credit toward a high school diploma and a college degree while still in high school. 

What colleges offer dual enrollment?  Most local colleges offer Dual Enrollment opportunities, but visit their websites for individual requirements and procedures. 

How do I start the application process?  If you decide to pursue the Dual Enrollment option, please check the website of the college/university you plan to attend. 

NCAA Clearinghouse 
When should my child register for the NCAA Clearinghouse?  Students register at the beginning of their junior year.  
Can my child receive a waiver for the registration fee?  Yes, if he/she used a waiver to take the ACT/or SAT.  
Where can I find additional information about the NCAA Clearinghouse?  www.ncaaclearinghouse.net.

PSAT
When do I take the PSAT?  The PSAT (Preliminary SAT) is given to all 10th graders in October of their sophomore year. In addition, juniors who are attempting to qualify for National Merit Scholarships may register and pay to take the test. 

Scholarships/Awards 
How can I find scholarships?  There are many websites available where scholarships are offered.  Also check Counselor’s webpage and with the senior advisement teachers for a list of current scholarships.

Selective Service
What is selective service?  Under federal law, virtually all men must register with Selective Service within 30 days of their 18th birthday. Those who fail to register can be denied many important opportunities like student loans, government jobs, citizenship for immigrants and a driver’s license in most states. 

How do I register?  The fastest way to register is online at www.sss.gov.
Special Education Services
If I suspect my student needs special education services, what is the process for referring him/her?  Marietta uses the Response to Intervention (RTI) process. You can get more information about the RTI process by contacting Aimee Bryant, at 770-428-2631, ext. 2114.
STAR Student 
What does STAR stand for?  It stands for Student Teacher Achievement Recognition.  

What are the qualifications to be nominated?  The student must have the highest score on a single test date on the three-part SAT taken through the November test date of their senior year and be in the top 10% of their graduating class, based on grade point average.
